Education - Teaching

• First two years: Completion of the mandatory basic courses of each department.

• Last two years: In addition to the mandatory courses, elective courses from 
different departments are added to follow the student-specific program. In the last 
semester, our students prepare a Graduation Study in the department they want 
to specialize in.

• Formation education Our students can apply for teaching at the Ministry of 
National Education (MEB) by following the formation program courses starting
from the third semester.
